Why you Reline Pipe w/ high fills

30’ Cut

120’ width

175cy/ft Excavation

Open Cut      Relining

175cy x 200ft x $5/cy = $175,000 Excavation
175cy x 200ft x $7/cy = $245,000 Structural Backfill
Cost of pipe  $100,000
Total open cut cost  $520,000   $220,000
